• If they could, what would a child create or build or
add to the environment to add value and depth to
their experiences?

Please include a title screen, with the name of your 
school, logo if applicable, and location (country, prov-
ince, state). If you’d like us to translate any portion of the 
spoken audio, please include a script, notating the 
timing of the audio you wish translated. All audio will be 
translated into English. If you use music, please use royal-
ty-free audio clips.

Submission to the World Forum Foundation on Early 
Care implies we may show the video during the confer-
ence, and on the World Forum for Early Care Education 
website, in a designated area for submissions on an 
on-going basis.
